BEACON was set up out of a shared concern to address the practical and spiritual needs of the asylum seekers in the Bradford District.  It works with other faith groups and secular agencies to offer care and support to asylum seekers.  As well as campaigning on asylum issues and awareness raising within churches, BEACON has several projects: 

McKenzie Friends, are non-legal  members of the public who assist appellants when they have no legal representative at Asylum Appeal Hearings at the Immigration Court in Thornbury.
CHAT offers a welcome and simple refreshments to those attending the court.  

The Hosting Project identifies households who are willing to  provide short, medium and longer-term accommodation for destitute asylum seekers. Hosts are unpaid, receiving only a small contribution towards costs of food etc.
